Cuisine: Traditional Spanish and Castillian 
Average Meal Cost:  €50 
 
Sobrino de Botin’s claims that it is the restaurant holds the 
Guinness World Record as the oldest restaurant in the world. 
Although all of the other restaurants on this list are much older, 
Sobrino de Botin received the distinction because it remains in its 
original building with the same interior from the 18th century.
